ST GpN car. When combined with the conversion kit from M-
Sport, the car has 165 PS from the 2-litre Duratec ST engine. It 
will provide all of the safety equipment and performance 
upgrades to enable the car to be competitive and reliable at 
any event around the world. 
 
All the individual national championships will use very similar 
specification cars, so competitors may compete in other 
national championship, as well as the FST International series 
which runs alongside the World Rally Championship.
